Host families are carefully chosen by a local coordinator. Hosts
welcome their student as an additional member of the family and
provide care and support, a home away from home. The student
should be prepared to take part in family life and to help with
various tasks around the house (making the bed, doing dishes,
etc.), as a full member of the family. During the stay, a student may
be hosted by more than one family. Becoming part of a community
of families and students abroad is an enriching experience, bringing
growth, self-confidence and an increased awareness of the world
we share.

The personal growth and communication skills gained from an
experience abroad can make an important difference in college
and in career goals.

PROGRAM OVERVIEW

Using the model of Nacel's “Enseignement
Individualisé” in Great Britain, this
program will offer small group classes
for participants. This will provide an
added opportunity for these students
to improve their language skills and
increase their knowledge of Canadian
culture. Each group consists of 4 or 5
participants who are at similar language
levels.
